Qualifying Scores are not required before the event. Athletes will complete in-practice 
competition at an official NASTAR course. Final scores must be submitted by Sunday, 
February 21, 2021.

Athletes will be divisioned based on the fastest of their two race times. 
5. 
The effective score will be the difference between the athlete’s time and the par time from the 
mountain and day they raced.

Final score for placement will be the combined effective scores from both races. Final place 
will be determined based on the athlete’s division.

Scores from the in-person State Winter Games in Wausau cannot be used for final scores.

There will be a Virtual Awards Ceremony on Tuesday, February 23. Information will be sent 
out after Registration Forms are received.
